PEARL BOWSER is a film scholar, author, and consultant specializing

in African American cinema. She is the founder and director of African
Diaspora Images, a collection of historical and contemporary African-
American and African films and memorabilia. Since 1970 she has curated
film programs in Europe, Asia, Africa, and throughout the United States.
Her producer credits include Midnight Ramble: Oscar Micheaux and the
Story of Race Movies, Namibia Independence Now!, Mississippi Triangle,
and To Love Honor and Obey. Pearl is the author of the award-winning book
Writing Himself into History and the catalogue Oscar Micheaux and His
Circle. Pearl received the prestigious Jean Mitry Award in recognition of her
work on Oscar Micheaux.

JOHN HOWARD holds a B.A from Brandeis University, an M.A. from New
York University, a Ph.D. from Stanford University, Ph.D., and aJ.D. from

Pace University. He retired as a Distinguished Service Professor at Purchase
College, The State University of New York. John has published extensively in
anumber of fields and was the recipient of a National Endowment for the Arts
Grant focusing on African-American art and literature. His latest book, Faces
in the Mirror: Oscar Micheaux and Spike Lee, examines the lives and works
of two directors whose biographies define the history of African-Americans
in film.
